Entries missing any of these items will be
considered incomplete. Entries are accepted on a first-come, first-served basis, based on date of receipt. Entries may be
limited. Those entries received after closing will be accepted at the discretion of the show secretary, based on a space available
basis and charged a late fee per show. If the classes are oversubscribed, a Waiting List (in the order of receipt) will be
maintained.

Freestyles: Music for all freestyles on CD or thumbdrive must be given to the show office upon check in to show office. Sound
checks will be conducted Friday afternoon and/or Saturday morning.

Official Ride Times: Provisional times will be available to competitors online and emailed; stabling will be emailed. Official
ride times will be available on www.foxvillage.com at noon the day before the show.

Refund Policy: Entry cancellations received prior to closing date will be refunded, less office fee. If classes are cancelled due
to severe weather or other emergency, refund of entries (less office fee) will be made upon written request from the exhibitor
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within 30 days of the cancellation.

Hazardous Weather/Act OF God/Accident Policy: Management reserves the right to cancel any classes due to hazardous
weather, Acts of God, accident, or emergency.
